Then they 
pick up a knit like BareKnits interlock to coordinate for a 
cami or T-top.  Others are sewing up drawstring laundry bags 
for their daughters to take to college (or use at home). 

My own personal favourite is to line a jacket or shirt, for fun.  
Whatever idea you may have, the quality of cotton is very 
good and your creations will last a long time.  At $11.99 per 
metre, these prints are a great value.  And all the lingerie 
fabrics will be available at the Creativ Festival; until they sell 
out again.
